We’d recommend ‘Koru’Nun Yeri’ – local eating house, inexpensive 
and very authentic. Try the Turkish ravioli and moussaka (pancakes are good 
too). It’s on the road to Kaputas (on left). Also called ‘Kurus Place’. For the more 
adventurous, paragliding at Olu Deniz was amazing (approx £50 per head but 
well worth it – would go again any day). Take a lazy day at sea with ‘Captain  
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George’ on the Egeman 2 from Kalkan harbour – he’s hilarious. Go to the The 
Ottoman House for a genuine Turkish meal. The leg of lamb and stew are both 
very good. Ali Baba’s is really cheap and very tasty. The Hotel Elite (just down 
the road) has a mini-spa for a really good massage, pedicure and manicure at 
reasonable prices. The hotel itself has a very friendly staff who offer the warmest 
welcome in Kalkan.
